Habitat for Humanity and the Class of 2010
Craig Harbuck, 2010 Dad, and Angela Bills, Habitat Chapter Director for Parker County, made a second presentation for parents and students of the class of 2010.

Craig talked about the financial side of a project for the Class of 2010 and Habitat and what it would take for us to raise funds and build a Habitat Home in our community. The goal is to raise $100,000 ($60,000 for the home and $40,000 for Project Celebration). The amount at first can be overwhelming to many but when it was broken down the feeling was it can be accomplished. There will be some who will be able to approach companies and individuals for larger donations but there are ways that everyone can participate. Craig passed out a handout showing a breakdown where kids and parents together could raise any amount and add to the collection. For example, a student may commit to raising $250, $500, $750, $1,000, etc and raise it by asking for donations or working and donating the money to their goal. Again this is just an example. 
As everyone knows if you have a goal and a plan to reach that goal it will happen. The goal decided by the attendees was to reach the goal of $100,000 by January 1, 2009 so the house could be built in the spring of 2009. (We have $10,000 committed already!)
Angela explained that there are areas that are contracted out such as the foundation, plumbing, electrical work, etc. as the house just like any house must meet specific codes. Kids under 18 won’t work above the roof line. Habitat is very organized and they will have the project supervisor to oversee everything. Angela talked about the rewards you receive as a group and individually when you are involved in a project like this. 

This could be a great legacy for the kids, a great way for the kids and parents to have a common goal and work together, another way for the kids in the class to build comradery, a possible new tradition in our community, and a way to help others.
