The Class of 2010 is teaming up with Habitat for Humanity to build a home in Aledo in the spring of 2009 for a very deserving family.

A father from the Class of 2010 wanted to do something a bit different which includes the kids working with their parents to raise the funds while helping our community, and leaving a legacy in their hometown. The parents voted in favor of the project…so the dream began.

The goal is to raise $100,000 for both the house ($60,000) and the Project Celebration Activities for our kid’s senior year ($40,000). Project Celebration is an organization of the Class of 2010 parents which offers the kids a fun and safe alcohol/drug-free environment to have their final class party after the Prom.  We also raise funds to decorate for the Promenade and host the Senior Breakfast. 

October will be our “Communication Month” to get the word out and the donations coming in. The goal is to reach $100,000 by January so we can build the house in the spring.

The juniors will be given all the details at an assembly in October with Christy Cary, the class sponsor, Craig Harbuck, the 2010/Habitat Chairman and a Habitat Representative.

The students in the district will bring home information for those in our community who can apply for the home. If you know someone who meets the qualifications please give them the flyer. The Community News will also provide information.

There will be two dates when the Habitat Representatives will come to AHS in the evening and explain the qualification process to those interested in applying. Two sessions will be held, one in English and one in Spanish. Habitat for Humanity handles all the applicants but we do hope one of the families in our community will qualify.

For the BIG KICK-OFF, our AISD Superintendent, Mr. Daniel, is allowing the Class of 2010 to make a short video presentation at a football game. Our juniors will then stand in the aisles with buckets on both the home and visitor’s side, to “pass the bucket” for donations and to help get the word out to our community. There will also be a group of 2010 parents and students at the entryway with buckets to collect donations. The game for this FANTASTIC opportunity is OCTOBER 10.
