· Kathy Zeeb welcomed everyone and explained the purpose of this meeting.

· Debbie Davis explained a program she started called Project Prayer. When the kids were in 8th grade Debbie thought it was important that we pray for our kids as they are faced with so many decisions. She came up with prayer cards with the Class of 2010 student’s names on them and she divided them up among parents wanting to be involved with the project. · Krista Hall explained the difference between Prom and Project Celebration. Prom is sponsored by AHS and Project Celebration is sponsored by the parents. Project Celebration includes the all night party after Prom, Senior Breakfast, Promenade, Senior DVD’s, and graduation program sponsor thank you inserts. The Class of 2007 spent approximately $50,000 on various projects. She explained where the funds come from and a key element is the $100 parent donation. The more we get to participate the fewer fundraisers will be needed. It was suggested that we work on raising money this year and next so that we won’t be as stressed the senior year and there is a lot that goes on the senior year separate from these programs. Everyone needs to be thinking about what they would like to volunteer for now and in the future. We have an enthusiastic class so if everyone would do one thing it won’t fall on a few. Most chair positions and committees will be developed next September. However, we do have some areas that need to get going now and this year. At the next meeting in January we will be asking for 2 co-chairpersons to step forward, preferably 1 or both who have done it before. Lindy Shelton has volunteered to be the class treasurer as she did that for the class of 2006. Andy Welch has also volunteered to set up the class website. Once we get him information he will develop the site. Currently you can go to www.aledoprojectcelebration.com to at least put it on your favorites. Parents will be able to submit their e-mail address at this website so that the class communicator will be able to send updates and requests. Sandy Fite volunteered to be our correspondent / communicator (we need a good title for her). Donna Smith volunteered to work on Parent Donations, which will need to be started by this spring. By starting it now parents can send in $25 - $ 50 at a time thru their junior year so it won’t be so expensive all at once. Gregg Harbuck asked if the kids can be involved with raising money and he had some creative ideas to pursue. Gregg also volunteered to be involved with the fundraising. It was discussed and agreed that we would like to look for opportunities for the kids and parents together to be involved. We will be sending out information requesting volunteers to develop a Fundraising Committee to help us get organized and started. Andy Welch has set up a Project Celebration Website and once he is given information pertaining to 2010 he will up date our website. People will be able to send their e-mail information there, read minutes to meetings, events happening, we can even conduct “Polls” so parents can vote on various things for Project Celebration. www.aledoprojectcelebration.com . · Christy Cary, the Class of 2010 Class Sponsor, stated that the Prom side of 2010 currently has $4,500, which is GREAT! She will let the kids and parents know when she has fundraisers set up so we can help with those projects in the next 2 years to try and get, again, the fundraising completed before their senior year. She asked that her class representatives be in charge of thank you’s for the class. The Project Celebration group will provide thank you cards as the students will be writing to those who assist us, donate, sponsor, etc. What a wonderful idea to have the thanks to the community be from the kids! She has also developed a newsletter for the 2010 parents so anytime we need to get information out to the parents that is another avenue to use. She sends it out with the report cards. · Cindy Roberson presented a scrapbook fundraising project that some Mom’s have already started taking orders for. The cover is painted with the Aledo logo, approved by Mr. Daniel.
