Parents,

    We have the opportunity to raise approximately $25,000 for the Class of 2010 by working five days at the NASCAR races, one day per race event.  Levy Restaurants pays $67.00 per volunteer to the organization of your choice, in this case, the Class of 2010.  In order to earn that amount, we need 75 volunteers per race for the next 5 races.  The races occur in April and November of each year.  


What do we have to do?  The volunteers work in the Hospitality Tents of the NASCAR drivers.  The tents are set up with a buffet for the guests and while they are eating the driver comes in to answer questions and sign autographs.  The responsibilities of the volunteers is to set up the buffets, serve from the buffet, keep the buffet stocked, and then break down the buffet and clean up any trash.  Water, soft drinks, and beer also have to be iced down in large coolers and kept stocked.  However, all the drinks are self-serve. Each tent has a tent captain to coordinate the volunteers.*  Volunteers need to be at Texas Motors Speedway at 6:00 am and are usually done sometime around 2:00 pm.   In the Spring the uniform is khaki pants and white tennis shoes and black pants and shoes in the Winter.  The company gives us a polo shirt and apron to wear.

Volunteers are also required to take a test on the internet that concerns alcohol laws.  The test takes about 30 minutes if you read the entire review.  The actual test takes about 2 minutes.  It is twenty multiple choice questions with two choices.  You have to make a 100 but if you miss any, the test will tell you the answers and you take it again.  All workers are supposed to be eighteen but both of my sons have worked the events since they were thirteen.  I also know that the Aledo Softball team has worked several years and it is usually the girls not their parents.  If you are uncomfortable stretching the truth about your youth’s age then I suggest just go ahead and work for them.  We don’t want anyone to be uncomfortable.

It has been my experience, and I have worked this event every race since the beginning, that they have never questioned anyone’s age or sent anyone home.   They need the workers to make this event successful so as long as everyone uses their common sense, I don’t foresee a problem with our youth working.  Again, that will be entirely up to the parents.  


If you are willing to work please contact, Sandy Fite, Cindy Roberson, or Kim Lowe.   The first race is Sunday, April 6 and we need to get as many workers in place as possible.  


Remember, the more people we can get to work on these events, the less we have to pay out of our pockets and it will also cut down on the amount of fundraising we have to do.
