Junior Amanda Hall sees the build as a way to build esprit de corps among classmates.

 “This will be a great way to get involved in the community and work on a project with my class.  Everyone has such different schedules, it is hard to connect with even 10% of the class,” Ms. Hall said. “Working on this project will give me, personally, the opportunity to work with classmates I might never have the chance to interact with otherwise.  This is a really cool project.”

Partner families then buy their homes, making affordable monthly payments on a no-interest mortgage held by Habitat.
